We bave found that on many major
isues we have substantial agreement.

a natural interdependence betwoen Japan
and the United States.

I should point out that this is the last of
a sexies of meetings that 1 have had with
major free world leaders. The fact that it
was the last one gave the Prime Minister

Then, finally, what was different and
significant about this meeting was that

it was the first occasion that I was hon-
ored to have the head of state, the head of
government of another country, an a state
visit as & guest in my home.
